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The Northern Lights

he northern lights are important to cultures of

north lands such as Finland. Now this light has
appeared over this Finnish Camp on 10 May 2024.
These lights are believed to have a deeper cultural
meaningto the Finnsand other indigenous peoples.

In Finnish folklore, the northern lights are
caused by the fiery tail of the firefox running through
the north woods, whose tail flings sparks when
touching low hanging branches or bushes. The
Finnish word for northern lights (revontulet) literally
means “fox fires” derived from the archaic Finnish
word for fox (repo) and the Finnish word for fire (tuli).

In Karelian and Ingrian folklore, the northern
lights are caused by the shimmering scales of the
leviathan swimmingin the northernmost of seas.

The Sami call it “the light you can hear”. The
Skolt Sami people believe the northern lights are the
blood of the dead who died in battle. In the Finnish
epic Kalevala, the glowing gates of Pohjola are
speculatedto be northern lights.

While modern day explanations of magnetospheres
and solar winds might be good enough, Finnish
culture can add another layer of meaning by
connecting us back to the beliefs of our ancestors.

It may not extend any closer
than 6 feet from pathways, roadways, or other camps.
